QUICK FACTS

Who can become a member of 
AMICCUS-C?
Membership in the corporation will be open to 
any college or university administration, student 
center, and student government or student as-
sociation to which students at a Canadian col-
lege, university or technical school pay manda-
tory fees.

We donÕt have a Student Centre at 
our school.  Can we still join?
The lack of a student centre, or student 
association/union building, does not restrict you 
from becoming a member.

Is AMICCUS-C only for General
Managers and senior sta!?
Absolutely not!  While many of our conference 
delegates are GM or ED’s, the rest work within 
many other valuable roles in student unions and 
centres -- in finance, operations, programming, 
bar and office administration.  Many schools 
register a number of staff as part of their annual 
professional development.

What beneÞts do we receive as a 
member of AMICCUS-C?
Membership benefits include our newsletter 
“Campus Vision”, regional and national confer-
ence opportunities, networking/information 
sharing via our listserve and website, inclusion in 
and copies of our membership directory, input 
into professional development programming and 
voting rights at the Annual General Meeting.

What is the membership fee?
$400 payable by July 1st of each year.  Member-
ship runs from July 1 to June 30 and the fee is 
established at the AGM at our National Profes-
sional Conference.  Additional staff members can 
be added to our listserve at a cost of $25/
member to a maximum of $100.

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HISTORY
The student centre or student union concept originated 
in the early 1800s when Cambridge (1815) and Oxford 
(1823) universities in Great Britain established the first 
"unions," both initially taking the form of debate clubs 
or societies. The use of the term "union" arose from the 
intent of these societies to form a link and a degree of 
unity across the boundaries of the various college or 
facilities found on campus.

Unions surfaced around the turn of the twentieth cen-
tury as an institution-run concept in the United States 
and in Canada, but they continued to develop as 
student-run organizations in both the United Kingdom 
and Australia.

Since then, in Canada, the operation of the student 
union has been seen by most institutions as, at least 
partly, the responsibility of student government — 
hence the term "Commonwealth model" that most un-
ions or student centres operate under. Across Canada, 
similar to the mosaic that defines most of our culture, 
other models of governance of student union facilities 
(both the American or institution administered opera-
tion and the independently incorporated board model) 
are interwoven with the predominantly Commonwealth 
or student-run operations.

AMICCUS-C began as a loose network of General Man-
agers employed by student associations in Canada who 
conceived of an annual gathering to share ideas and 
network.

The first conference was held in 1977 in Montreal, 
hosted by the Students' Society of McGill University. 
This was a fitting forum as McGill was the first institu-
tion in Canada (1907) to build a facility specific in de-
sign for a student union!

Maintaining itself for over a decade with volunteer 
"hosts" for annual conferences, it wasn't until June of 
1989 at the University of Saskatchewan that delegates 
ratified a constitution and bylaws for the association. 
Leadership positions — all volunteer — were also for-
mally established at that time. 

In March 29, 2003 the Association of Managers in Ca-
nadian College, University and Student Centres filed an 
application to incorporate under the Canada Corpora-
tion Act.  We received the Letters Patent dated May 7, 
2004 and we are incorporated as a corporate body from 
that date onward.

VISION
Through an ongoing commitment to the development 
of its members, AMICCUS-C will be recognized by the 
college and university community as a leading contribu-
tor to the quality of student campus life.

MISSION
Our mission is to provide peer support, personal and 
professional development opportunities and a commu-
nity of fellowship for our members. By organizing an 
annual conference and through effective communica-
tion, we encourage our membership to share and en-
hance their experience and knowledge for the benefit of 
the students our members serve.

OBJECTIVES
• To collect and provide information designed to meet 
the varied professional needs of the staff of Canadian 
College, University and Student Centres and student 
organizations.

• To offer opportunities for members to share experi-
ences and concerns, and participate in cooperative 
problem-solving.

• To provide a sense of identity and community which 
will stimulate a spirit of collaboration and advance the 
interests of the institutions and organizations our 
members represent.

• To provide programs, materials and other resources 
to assist our members. To offer encouragement and 
assistance to universities, colleges and student organi-
zations engaged in the planning, development, opera-
tion or alteration of student centres, organizations, or 
campus activity programs.

• To foster and to recognize high standards of per-
formance, service and professionalism in the field.

• To represent the needs and interests of our member 
institutions, their centres and activity programs within 
the field of higher education and the larger community.

• Conducting such other operations, both commercial 
and otherwise, as are commonly undertaken by student 
centres/unions/associations.

ANNUAL CONFERENCES
The AMICCUS-C membership participates in two 
conferences annually.

The National Professional Conference (NPC) is held in 
the spring (late May or June).  The conference schedule 
has concurrent sessions for personal and professional 
development, high profile keynote speakers, a business 
hall, and the opportunity to network with colleagues 
and industry partners to discuss topical industry issues.

In addition to the NPC each region (West, Central, East) 
hosts a fall Regional Conference providing AMICCUS-C 
members a mid-year opportunity to gather and connect 
on relevant regional issues.  The conference is a mix of 
sessions for development, knowledge sharing and joint 
problem solving in a round table or small group setting.
